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Propaganda 

Propaganda is any written or verbal act that aims to introduce, impose or disseminate a doctrine, a view, a belief, or a political opinion by using any communication means.

As it can be understood from this definition, propaganda is unilateral. 

Prior to and during the II. World War, propaganda was used by the Nazis in Germany as a fearsome weapon. Hitler, who himself was a great rhetoric and a skilful propagandist, established the Propaganda Ministry of the fascist government and appointed Dr. Joseph Goebbels - an extremely clever and talented man – as the head of this Ministry. After Hitler, historians point Goebbels as the most important player in the development and dissemination of Fascism in Germany. 
Goebbels who seized the control of all communication means including cinemas, theatres and arts exhibitions, based his propaganda on a fundamental principle:

“If a lie is repeated for a sufficiently long period of time, it will eventually be perceived as if it is real”.

Knowing very well that propaganda was the art of lying continually, Goebbels had a wicked way to create lies: He never made propaganda that was based completely on lies! He always spread some small pieces of truth into his big lies! Thus, it was much easier for him to deceive his listeners and spectators!
The architects of the EU project also took Goebbels as a model in the propaganda they made. The EU propagandists of our time also aim to deceive masses by spreading some elements of truth into big lies.

When making propaganda according to the method of fascist Goebbels, the EU propagandists made abundant use of their financial resources. Each year, billions of Euros are being spent from the EU budget to make EU’s propaganda in Europe. In addition to spending billions of Euros each year for its propaganda in Europe, the EU also started to distribute billions of Euros in Turkey for propaganda, particularly since 1995. 
Until today, nobody wrote down or announced in an organised manner the institutions that received EU funds in Turkey, when they received these funds and what their amount is. The media organs have given coverage to 8.214 news about projects being implemented with the free funds obtained from the EU under the name of “Grant Assistance”. However, excluding a few ones, none of them have even indicated the amount of the funds received. All the 8.214 news praise the EU, they provide bright interviews, glowing pictures but they never indicate the amount of funds received nor do they ever question why these funds are given for free! The Turkish people who are bombarded with the media’s unilateral EU propaganda have not been able to learn the amount of the EU funds the legal entities known as civil society organisations received and what has been done with this money.

And now, for the first time in Turkey you will read here and learn the names of the 315 NGOs that received EU funds, the amount of the funds, when they received them and for which purpose. Before you start to read this list, I have to clarify an issue: The institutions you will read here have received funds from the EU through legal ways. In other words, there is absolutely nothing illegal!
However, if getting money for free is not illegal, then what is?

Let’s try to give the answer to this question after you finish reading the list.

There is no doubt that, as you read the list below, you will find many striking things that will astonish you. You will be particularly astonished when you read the names of the projects claimed to have been completed with the free funds.  I was also astonished, for that reason I had to write down the English names of some of the projects next to its Turkish name! I would like to remind you that in order to be approved, all projects have been sent to Brussels both in English and Turkish. Therefore, both the English and the Turkish names are available.

Once you start, I believe that you won’t be able to drop this list for a long time.

Now, here we go!

OTHER ORGANISATIONS:

· The EU taught Muğla bee hiving  and moreover gave a grant of 156.606 Euros!

· The EU even taught the Turks how to drive heavy vehicles and gave a grant of 115.854 Euros!

· Thanks to the EU, the women of Şirvan learned carpet weaving and they got a grant of 158.150 Euros!

· At Antalya, the capital of tourism, the EU gave a training on tourism to high school graduates and also a grant of 103.516 Euros!

· The unemployed Turkish agricultural engineers  attended a technology course  with the 113.658 Euro grant assistance given by the EU
Why does EU distribute grants in Turkey?

This is the list of organisations who have so far received “grants”; money for free, from the EU which has started weaving its propaganda net in 1996 in Turkey. There are continuos additions to the list. You can find a complete list in my book which is currently at publishing stage; “AVRUPA BİRLİĞİ - Tabuta Çakılan Son Çivi”(EU-Last nail on the coffin).

I have underlined a point at the beginning of my article: There’s nothing illegal for the organisations mentioned above which have received grants from EU!

But if it is not illegal to get grants form the EU then what is it? 

We need to ask a few more questions to reply this question. 

Who would give a grant to whom?

Why has EU been granting billions of EURs, money for free, to Turkey?

EU extends, during the accession negotiations, financial support to countries with which it has launched membership negotiations, that is true. However EU has started distributing money in Turkey much earlier than the agreement on the date to start negotiations, why? Official date to start negotiations with EU is October 3, 2005. However EU has started providing “grants” to civil society organisations in Turkey in 1995, why?

The entire candidate states that received financial support from EU during the negotiations joined EU following the completion of the negotiations. However even the deaf sultan heard that the negotiations started with Turkey are open-ended, in other words membership at the end is not guaranteed.  

Let’s have a look at the picture: Negotiations with EU will last a minimum of 10-15 years according to the highly authorised officials. French President Mr. Chirac said in one of his addresses on TV that it may last even 20 years. OK, then will EU continue distributing money for at least 10-15 years or even 20 years to various organisations in Turkey? If it will, why?

If they do not agree on Turkey’s membership to EU at the end of open-ended negotiations that will last 10-15 or 20 years, will the money distributed to several organisations in Turkey till then burn away? Would EU spend billions of EUR for a game it will loose at the end? 

Leaving you alone with these general questions let’s ask some more tangible questions;

- Why does EU pay 141.950 EUR (around 230 billion TL) for the employment of mine workers in Kütahya, Tavşanlı while there are around 20 million unemployed in the 25-member EU? 

- Why does EU grant 187.580 EUR (around 300 billion) for a project called “New Horizons for Unemployed Young Population in Turkey” while 40.7% of those younger than 25 in Poland, 30.5% in Slovakia and 25% in Lithuania are unemployed? 

- There are 860.000 homeless in Germany. There are 5.120 homeless German citizens in Munich which is the third largest city in Germany with has a population of 1 million 300 thousand.  Why did EU donate 369.000 EUR (around 450 billion TL) to Diyarbakır Chamber of Trade and Industry for the promotion of traditional handicrafts?   

- There are more than 200.000 homeless in France, one of the founding members of EU. There are 8.000 homeless only in Paris. Why would EU grant 124.989 EUR (around 200 billion TL) to people of Erzurum for their training on jewellery production from Oltu stone of Erzurum? 

- A total of 65 million people in 15 EU member states live under the poverty line. Why does EU provide a grant of 84.936 EUR (around 135 billion TL) for the training of villagers in Siirt, Eruh on “Tree inoculation and trimming”? 

- There are presently a total of 37 million poor, needy, physically and mentally handicapped people in 15 EU member states. Why would EU donate 134.381 EUR (around 215 billion TL) to Turkish Association of Handicapped for creating new employment opportunities for the handicapped in Turkey? 

- 3 million homeless in 15 EU member states live in complete misery. Why does EU provide a grant of 300.000 EUR (around 480 billion TL) for the restoration and maintenance of apartments in Fener and Balat district in İstanbul? 

- In Amsterdam “Soup Bus” every day circles 5 times in the city to distribute food, clothing and medication for the homeless in the streets. While this unpleasant scenery has been observed everyday in the capital of Holland, one of the founder members of the Union, why would EU donate 50.000 EUR (around 80 billion TL) for the training of 50 poor Turkish citizens in the 18-30n age group living in Kadıköy, Maltepe, Kartal, Pendik, Tuzla, Sultanbeyli, Ümraniye, Üsküdar and Beykoz districts in İstanbul?    

- Unemployment ratio is 10.8% in Germany, 12.8 in Belgium, 10.5 in Spain and these ratios display an increasing tendency. Why does EU grant 40.170 EUR for the training of 455 people as religious officials selected among students of Qur’an courses in 12 provinces in Turkey?  

- 5 million 580 thousand physically and mentally handicapped in Germany, 2 million 380 thousand in Spain, 2 million 200 thousand in Britain live in poverty. Why would EU donate 57.600 EUR (around 92 billion TL) to Turkish Assoc. of Handicapped, Kocaeli Branch?  

- There are 20 thousand unemployed physicians in Spain, 78 thousand in Italy, 7.789 in Germany, 3.445 in Belgium and 1200 in France. Why would EU grant 66.021 EUR (around 105 billion TL) for knitting training of 30 Turkish women from low income groups in Yalova?

- In Paris thousands of young people under 21 living in suburbs of the city rebelled in the first days of November 2005. They destroyed 6 thousand vehicles, many schools and shops in 12 nights. These youngsters were the grandchildren of those migrated many years ago from Algeria, Morocco and Tunisia, they were of Arabic origin. These people whom the French Interior Minister Sarkozy called “craps, mobs” were living in unhealthy government facilities and were excluded and looked down on by the French. They all carried French, rather EU passports in their pockets and more than 40% of them are unemployed! These youngsters with EU passports who have to fight with unemployment and social exclusion, faced insults by the French police who stopped them on the way for security search and swore; “You Arabs, go back home! Fuck your race!” (John Henley, the Guardian 09.11.2005). So-called enlightened Europe experiences such disgusting scenery in the supposedly most civilised city in Europe however EU grants 448.776 EUR (around 718 billion TL) for the development of Handicrafts in Şırnak! How can we explain that? 

Looking at the list above you can produce more questions. However you will have to arrive at the same questions again:

Who would give a grant to whom?

Why has EU been granting billions of EUR, money for free, to Turkey?

EU project is an imperialist project foundations of which were laid 50 years ago. Main objectives of this project specifically related to Turkey are as follows; 

- Take Cyprus from Turks. (this process has been almost completed)

- Facilitate the establishment of a Kurdish state, taking the South-eastern region from Turkey.

- Divide Turkish people inciting religious, racial and linguistic differences. (intensive multilateral activities to this end have been increasing.) 

- Have Turks accepted the so-called Armenian genocide and pave the way for giving up some land in the South East to Armenia (Heavy pressures to this end continue).

- Pave the way for establishing an Orthodox Religious State in Constantinople (Istanbul) having the Archbishop of İstanbul Fener Church been declared “Ecumenical”(Pressures come form the US not EU).

- Take the management and control of all water resources and distribution networks in Turkey in particular those of the dams on Euphrates and Tigress rivers. (waiting for its turn to take its place in the agenda.)

- Under “privatisation” take control of all factories, enterprises, land and underground minerals, banks, airports and seaports from Turkish people for no reasonable cost.

- Minimize the effect and power of Turkish Armed Forces and give the management and inspection of the army, the flower of the nation, to Brussels. (intense pressures continue to achieve this goal.)

- Terminate the sovereignty of the Nation State of the Turkish Republic, facilitating complete amendment or annulment of Articles 6, 7, 8, 9, 81 and 103, of the Constitution of the Republic of Turkey, related to “Sovereignty which is vested in the nation without reservation or condition”. Transform Turkish Nation into a community of peoples, without its independence and sovereignty. (cunning architects of the EU project have not yet disclosed this objective, they intend to do so after the achievement of all other objectives. 

Cunning and committed architects of the imperialist EU project have achieved the following in order to reach the abovementioned goals related to Turkey;     

- They got support from Turkish Governments. 

- All MPs in the Turkish Grand National Assembly stand by them. (Currently there is no single anti-EU MP. This is unprecedented in any of the EU member states!)

- They got support of all political parties represented in the TGNA.

- They got clear and apparent support from president. 

- They got clear support from the current Chief of Staff, Deputy Chief of Staff and some of the generals.

- They got the support of the majority of media with the exception of very few columnists. 

TROJAN HORSE – THE FIFTH ARM

Despite obtaining such a considerable support the architects of the Imperialist EU Project could not feel at ease and believed that they needed to take various measures in order to achieve their goals in Turkey without any hindrances. 

But why could not the cunning and experienced architects of EU feel at ease despite the great support they receive in Turkey? Why do they have suspicions about achieving their goals in Turkey?

Because cunning and experienced architects of EU have read, reviewed and learned the history of the Turkish Salvation War much better than many of our so-called intellectuals! They have seen that Turkish people do not give up their independence even under most grave conditions, they do not surrender, they invite death with pleasure against their honour and pride, have an undefined and unexplainable power to resist and a chemistry, formula of which has not been transcribed yet. Arriving at this wise conclusion the cunning and experienced architects of EU have adopted their strategies according to it: It is imperative to destroy the defensive conscious of Turkish patriots, their commitment to their Nation State and resistance to surrender, in order to take over Turkey and Turkish people entirely!

Then how will they achieve this goal?  

They were going to benefit from the “Civilian Spider Net” the US uses in Turkey!

In other words they were going to take over the Civil Society Organisations in Turkey!

Labour and Employer Unions, Foundations, Professional Chambers and Associations were all called Civil Society Organisations. According to records there are 152.369 Civil Society Organisations in Turkey.  

Having established their strategies cunning and experienced architects of EU have started weaving their propaganda nets through these CSOs. They opened the taps for money. They were quick enough to find a “pretext” to distribute money to the CSOs that would be dragged in their heels: CSOs would be paid on project basis. Term “bribe” was replaced by “on project basis”. Those who served for the interests of a foreign country for money used to be called “spies”. In the globalising world word “spy” has been removed from the dictionaries. There are no more spies but CSOs paid “on project basis”!

315 CSOs listed at the initial stages of this report have fallen into the propaganda net of EU. These organisations provide services in line with the objectives of EU “on project basis”. 

Everybody knows the famous proverb: Money talks!

EU talks and the CSOs that receive money from EU for free, serve in accordance with the orders of their masters!

There’s a very good proverb common in Anatolia; If you eat the bread of a foreigner you use the foreigner’s sword! Apparently the organisations that accept the money from EU will use EU’s sword. 

An other saying from Anatolia is as follows; When the bribery enters through the doors faith will leave from the chimney! If we adjust this saying to today, when grants are released national pride and honour leaves from the chimney!

Naturally those who receive money for free from EU will try to defend themselves. I would like to respond to them with an other proverb: Hang the money on a pig and call him Master Pig! EU that grants the money has become the “Master Pig”, no master can be challenged! 

Let’s try to be calm and think reasonably, and reply the following questions,

Could the CSOs that receive money for free, “on project basis” oppose EU in its struggle to achieve the abovementioned objectives? 

Can they defend Turkey’s interests against EU?

Picture has become clearer now.

Organisations that received money from EU for free are TROJAN HORSES driven into the heart of Anatolia!   
Organisations that received money from EU for free are THE FIFTH ARMs penetrated into the Turkish nation!  

We have come to the most critical question now:

Having received the support from top institutions of the Republic of Turkey as well as the media and having taken over many CSOs under its control will the cunning and experienced architects of EU achieve their ultimate goal, in other words will they be able to take over Turks completely?

Those who think Turks would surrender have not yet comprehended the chemistry of Turks!
